The children can work individually or in pairs to design their artwork on the design sheet or plain A3/A4 plain paper. The Baton must be hand drawn or painted by a child (no IT usage) and clearly label it with measurements, materials used and to draw attention to any special features


What next: 	Once your children have completed their artwork, they must add a written explanation on the reverse, with their name, school and district.
