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Use of photos and filming at competitions
In line with the Panathlon Foundation Safeguarding Policy and Photographic Policy, the organisers of this event request that any person wishing to engage in any video or photos, must register their details with the Event Manager before carrying out any photography.
1. Any person taking photos will need to read the Panathlon guideline below, sign an ‘Accredited Photographer’ register and wear an ‘Accredited Photographer ‘sticker.
The organiser reserves the right of entry to this event and reserves the right to decline entry to any person unable to meet or abide by the Panathlon Foundations conditions.
2. Children who are not allowed photos must be identified by wearing our yellow badge or the designated colour swim cap, on the day.

Please note: If any child is not wearing the yellow photo badge or designated colour swim cap, we may use their image in future Panathlon marketing and on our website and / or Panathlon social media.
3. No personal phones should be used for taking any images -
·  Only devices owed by Panathlon staff / contractors can be used. 
·  All schools taking photos should be taken on school owned devices not staff personal phones. 

4. No images will be stored on personal devices (phones or laptops) and all work devices will be password protected or encrypted 
5. Personal details, which might make the participant vulnerable, such as their name, address, should not be used alongside the photo
6. Do NOT use of ‘flash’ photography at Panathlon events.
7. All children featured in Panathlon photos and filming must be appropriately dressed in outer clothing covering from at least their neck to their thighs. (Swimming poolside- can be covered with a towel).
8. All photographers must focus on the activity rather than an individual competitor except for swimming as individuals will be covered by water.
9. Images should not be allowed to be taken outside the activity being covered (e.g., changing rooms)
10. Action shots should celebrate the sporting activity, Include groups of children rather than individuals if possible and represent the broad range of children participating across the sports
11. Schools must focus on their own teams in either photos or any video.
Swimming: All of the above points and additionally on poolside – no photos of children getting in and out of the water or in poolside starting positions.
